Academy instructors are experienced First Responder Chaplains 
and professional mental health clinicians. They provide you with 
up-to-date information and knowledge of policies and procedures. 
The skill-based practice in class prepares participants to face real 
world situations on scenes helping First Responders and members 
of the community.
